As areminder, the Board has suspended landscaping inspections and related
violations until June 1 to allow homeowners adequate time to address these issues. If you are replacing
dead plants or shrubs, please reference the WGV Plant Palette in the Turnberry ARB Standards and
Guidelines.

| want to share a few actions underway by the Board and discussed at our Board of Directors Meeting on
March 18, 2026.

e The Northwest Residential assessment billing change was successfully implemented during the
second quarter assessments.

e The Board is documenting operational processes - BOD Meeting Decorum and Purchasing and
Expenditure Processes are complete.

e A preliminary report identifying the easements in Turnberry was completed. Two drainage
easements which include yard drains were identified. The BOD will engage an engineer to assess
these two drainage easements and associated yard drains. The engineering report will be
reviewed upon receipt at a future BOD Meeting. Direct communication with the lot owners along
these two easements was initiated and will continue as information is received.

e Turnberry Association utilizes Ansbacher Law for General Counsel Services as well as for
Collection Services. The Board reviewed and discussed the findings of two Board Directors who
met with Ansbacher Collections and Alliance CAS, a dedicated Collection Agency Service. At this
time the Board has decided to continue working with Ansbacher and will assess the situation in
September.
